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Difference and similarities between Iceland and Estonia
The Home
In Iceland the houses are lower than in Estonia and built for the weather. In Estonia there are many towns built in the medieval times but in Iceland they are much younger.

Icelanders eat a lot of lamb but most Estonians usually eat pork.
