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Iceland meets Estonia
The home

The house:  Most Icelanders live in private houses but many Estonians live in apartments. The toilets in Estonia are often in a different room than the bathroom. 

The food:  Icelanders eat more fish than Estonians. Use less salt, Estonians use a lot of salt. Icelanders eat more than Estonians. Estonians eat more pork and less lamb than Icelanders. Both countries eat a lot of chicken. 

Sleeping habits:  Icelanders sleep more. 

Religion:  Estonians think that Icelanders are more religious. Most Estonians don't practice any religion

The school

The school building: Verzló is more high tech. It's also bigger, Reaal Kool is overcrowded, it was only built for around 200 students and now there are over 1000. The cafeteria is different, there's not as much variety in the school's cafeteria/shop. And most Estonians eat at the cafeteria but the Icelanders often go outside school to get food.

Students in lessons:  Students in Estonia don't interact with the teacher in class unlike the Icelanders who are very active. They don't eat or drink anything in class which the Icelanders do. Icelandic students are woken up if they fall asleep in class but not the Estonians

Social school life: The Estonian student conceal doesn’t do much but the Icelandic one is very active. The Estonians have different kind of groups, drama, debating, volleyball, cars and more.

Rules concerning what students can and cannot do while in school:  The Estonians don't have an attendance grade and it's enough for them to come up with an excuse for the teacher why they weren't at class.

Leisure time

Work:  Most Estonians don't work with school but most Icelanders work with school. Some Estonians work during the summer but almost all Icelanders do. 

Money:  Most Estonians get money from their parents but Icelanders are more financially independent and work for their money. 

Entertainment:  Everything in Iceland is more expensive than in Estonia, like cinema, food and stuff, in spite of the financial crisis.

Spare times:  Estonians study more than Icelanders. Most Estonians and Icelanders practice something, e.g. music, sports, swimming, etc.  
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
