Iceland vs. Estonia

The home: 

In Estonia people mostly live in apartments but here in Iceland most of the people live in terrace houses or villas. 

Estonia is more densely populated.

The families in Estonia are smaller. Usually there is only one child or two in each family but in Iceland most people have two or more children.

Icelanders drink a lot of soda but Estonians mostly drink milk or juice. The shops in Estonia also have more selection of juice than the Icelandic shops.

Icelanders eat much more junk food than Estonians.

The sleeping habits are the same.

Both Iceland and Estonia have a lot of churches but the people aren't really religious.

The school: 
Both countries have almost new schools and good computer labs.

There is much more discipline in the schools in Estonia. The Estonian students pay much more attention in classes and show the teacher more respect than the Icelandic students.

The students behave similar outside lessons. 

The social life in schools in Estonia is more traditional than in Iceland. For example they have rings and hats that they get the last three years at school, but Icelanders don't get any school symbols.

In Iceland the student council plans after school activity like acting classes, golf tournaments, ski-trips and a play, also it plans dances and parties. In Estonia the school plans bridge and acting lessons, along with a dance. There are also class tournaments in volleyball and some other activities.

In Estonia there are occasional foot prints in the ceiling but they respect their school property, in Iceland the students sometimes cause some littering, but nothing serious. 

In Estonia, students have "work hours" where they have to take care of their school, like perform occasional repairs.

Estonians and Icelanders have similar school rules.

In Estonia It's in the rules that you can't leave a classroom while during lesson, and even during breaks you can't leave school premises.

Leisure time:
In both countries a lot of people do sports and go to the gym. Estonians do more folk dancing than Icelanders.

More Icelanders have work after school and on weekends than Estonians. 

Estonians don't go to the cinema very often because the ticket price is so high, Icelanders usually go to the cinema 2-3 times a month. 

Icelanders and Estonians have similar amounts of branded clothing.
